This nursery selection of California poppy forms a ferny
rosette of blue-green foliage, topped by flower stalks that
produce vivid carmine red blooms, emerging for several
weeks; cut down plants for reblooming flush; does well in
poor, clay soils

Ornamental Features

Carmine King California Poppy has masses of beautiful red cup-shaped flowers with violet overtones and
buttery yellow eyes at the ends of the stems from late spring to late summer, which are most effective
when planted in groupings. Its attractive ferny leaves remain bluish-green in colour with hints of silver
throughout the season.

Landscape Attributes

Carmine King California Poppy is an herbaceous annual with an upright spreading habit of growth. Its
relatively fine texture sets it apart from other garden plants with less refined foliage.

This plant will require occasional maintenance and upkeep, and is best cleaned up in early spring before
it resumes active growth for the season. It is a good choice for attracting birds, bees and butterflies to
your yard, but is not particularly attractive to deer who tend to leave it alone in favor of tastier treats.

Planting & Growing

Carmine King California Poppy will grow to be about 12 inches tall at maturity extending to 16 inches tall
with the flowers, with a spread of 14 inches. Although it's not a true annual, this fast-growing plant can be
expected to behave as an annual in our climate if left outdoors over the winter, usually needing
replacement the following year. As such, gardeners should take into consideration that it will perform
differently than it would in its native habitat.

This plant should only be grown in full sunlight. It is very adaptable to both dry and moist growing
conditions, but will not tolerate any standing water. It is considered to be drought-tolerant, and thus
makes an ideal choice for a low-water garden or xeriscape application. This plant does not require much
in the way of fertilizing once established. It is not particular as to soil pH, but grows best in poor sails. It is
somewhat tolerant of urban pollution. This is a selection of a native North American species.

Carmine King California Poppy is a fine choice for the garden, but it is also a good selection for planting in
outdoor pots and containers. It is often used as a 'filler' in the 'spiller-thriller-filler' container combination,
providing a mass of flowers and foliage against which the larger thriller plants stand out. Note that when
growing plants in outdoor containers and baskets, they may require more frequent waterings than they
would in the yard or garden.
