Ornamental Features

Gold Spot Pacific Dogwood has clusters of creamy white
flowers with white bracts along the branches in mid spring
before the leaves. It has gold-variegated dark green
foliage. The pointy leaves do not develop any appreciable
fall color. The mottled brown bark is extremely showy and
adds significant winter interest.

Landscape Attributes

Gold Spot Pacific Dogwood is an open deciduous tree
with a shapely oval form. Its average texture blends into
the landscape, but can be balanced by one or two finer or
coarser trees or shrubs for an effective composition.

This is a relatively low maintenance tree, and should only
be pruned after flowering to avoid removing any of the
current season's flowers. It is a good choice for attracting
birds to your yard. It has no significant negative

Gold Spot Pacific Dogwood is recommended for the
following landscape applications;

- Accent
- Shade
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Planting & Growing

Gold Spot Pacific Dogwood will grow to be about 35 feet
tall at maturity, with a spread of 20 feet. It has a low
canopy with a typical clearance of 3 feet from the ground,
and should not be planted underneath power lines. It
grows at a medium rate, and under ideal conditions can
be expected to live for 50 years or more.

This tree does best in a location that gets morning
sunlight but is shaded from the hot afternoon sun,
although it will also grow in partial shade. Keep it away
from hot, dry locations that receive direct afternoon sun or
which get reflected sunlight, such as against the south Gold Spot Pacific Dogwood foliage
side of a white wall. It is very adaptable to both dry and Photo courtesy of NetPS Plant Finder
moist locations, and should do just fine under average

home landscape conditions. It may require supplemental

watering during periods of drought or extended heat. It is

particular about its soil conditions, with a strong

preference for rich, acidic soils. It is somewhat tolerant of

urban pollution. Consider applying a thick mulch around

the root zone in winter to protect it in exposed locations or

colder microclimates. This is a selection of a native North

American species.
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
