Ornamental Features

Qing Long Wo Mo Chi Tree Peony features bold lightly-scented semi-double purple cup-shaped flowers
with pink overtones, yellow eyes and a black blotch at the ends of the branches from mid to late spring.
The flowers are excellent for cutting. It has attractive light green deciduous foliage. The narrow compound
leaves are highly ornamental but do not develop any appreciable fall color.

Landscape Attributes

Qing Long Wo Mo Chi Tree Peony is a multi-stemmed deciduous shrub with an upright spreading habit of
growth. Its relatively fine texture sets it apart from other landscape plants with less refined foliage.

This is a relatively low maintenance shrub, and should not require much pruning, except when necessary,
such as to remove dieback. It is a good choice for attracting bees and butterflies to your yard, but is not
particularly attractive to deer who tend to leave it alone in favor of tastier treats. It has no significant
negative characteristics.
